Narrator:  Do you remember who we’ve been talking about for the last few weeks? [hopefully kids will say “David”]  That’s right, we’ve been talking about David. Remember David was a shepherd? Cam: Don’t you know what this week is? Kids, do you know what’s coming up this week? [let kids guess] Yep, it’s Thanksgiving! And my whole family is going to get together and eat and play games and eat and watch football on TV and eat and play games and eat and have lots and lots of fun. And … we get 3 days off from school. [dancing] Shoobee doobee doo.

Narrator: You’re right, Cam. Thanksgiving is a great holiday and a time for us to give thanks for all of the blessings that God has given us. Just like David in today’s lesson. He was thankful that God helped him return the Ark to Jerusalem. And he sang and danced just like you are!

Cam: Really? Just like me. Did he dance like this? [dancing back and forth] Shoobee doobee doobee.

Narrator: Well, maybe not exactly like that, but it was the same idea. He was so happy, he couldn’t help but sing and dance and praise God.

Cam: [confidentially to Narrator] Did David get 3 days off from school, too?

Narrator: [confidentially, back to Cam] No, David was the king. He wasn’t in school.

Cam: Oh. That’s too bad. Well, I’ve got to go now. My parents are waiting. We’re going to make a pumpkin pie. Bye kids! [dances off] Shoobee doobee doobee doo.
