Narrator:
Good morning boys and girls. It’s so good to see you again this week. Are you having a great summer? Have any of you been to the lake this summer? Did you see any catfish? Because I know one catfish that has really been wanting to see you! Can you all say, “Come out Whiskers!”? [get all of the children to call for Whiskers]
Whiskers:
[appearing] Good morning everyone! [look around and say hello until the kids calm down a bit] I’m very excited to see you all today because I know what today’s lesson is about.

Narrator:
That’s great, Whiskers! Why don’t you tell us what we’re learning about this week?

Whiskers:
This week is all about helping, and helping is something that I’m really good at!

Narrator:
You’re right, Whiskers. This week we’re learning how Jesus’ disciples asked other people to help them. There was so much to do, and there just weren’t enough disciples to do them all, so other people helped them do things like feed the hungry. And, just like those helpers long ago, we can help other people, too.

Whiskers:
I help a lot around our pond!
Narrator:
Do you help set the table and clean up your room?

Whiskers:
Well, not really. We’re fish so we don’t have tables and we don’t have rooms.

Narrator:
OK, then do you help pick up your toys?
Whiskers:
Actually, I don’t really have toys. They just float away in the water.

Narrator:
Well, Whiskers, what do you do to help around your pond?

Whiskers:
Oh, I do lots of things. Like, I eat a lot of mosquitoes so they don’t bite all the kids that come over to play.

Narrator:
That is very helpful!

Whiskers:
And I help eat a lot of the stuff that’s floating in the water so it stays clean for people who want to swim!

Narrator:
That’s very nice of you Whiskers.

Whiskers:
And sometimes I eat plants on the bottom, too!

Narrator:
How is that helping, Whiskers?
Whiskers:
It’s not really helping. I just like to eat plants.

Narrator:
Well, vegetables are good for you, so I’m glad you like to eat them. And I’m glad that you like to help others, too.
Whiskers:
 I really do! It makes me so happy to see boys and girls swimming and playing in my pond. [to kids] I hope you all can come over to play sometime! I’ll be sure to save you some yummy dragonflies!

Narrator:
That’s very nice, Whiskers, but boys and girls don’t eat dragonflies.

Whiskers:
They don’t? Wow! Well, I guess you can come and play anyway. Bye! See you all later!

Narrator:
Bye, Whiskers.
