Narrator: Today’s lesson was about friends helping friends. Before you all came in, Ribbit told me that he wanted to tell you a story about helping friends. Ribbit, are you in there?

Ribbit: I’m here! I’m here! Did you start without me?

Narrator: No, we wouldn’t do that! All we’ve done is talk about this week’s lesson and how the meaning of the story is how friends can help friends. I understand that you have a story about helping friends, Ribbit!

Ribbit: That’s right, I do! And it’s a really good one! Last week at school I was playing on the playground with my friend Hopper and we were jumping off of a big lily pad onto little lily pads and Hopper missed one! He landed in the water and got water up his nose! He was really upset. Well, I jumped in the water next to him and I helped him back up onto the lily pad and went and got our teacher and Hopper was ok!

Narrator: That’s a great story, Hopper! I’m very proud of you.

Ribbit: Thanks! It was a great feeling helping out my friend. I hope someone else falls in the water sometime so I can help them again.

Narrator: Well, Hopper, there are other ways to help out friends without them falling in the water.

Ribbit: Like what? Tripping and falling down or running into a wall or getting hit by a ball?

Narrator: Yes, those would be good times to help your friend, but your friends don’t have to get hurt for you to help them. You could help a friend figure out a hard word in a book he’s reading or you could help him clean up his room after you come over to play. Or you could help her carry her books if they’re too big.

Ribbit: Oh, I didn’t think about those things. They aren’t nearly as exciting as helping someone out of the water.

Narrator: Maybe, but they’re just as important to the person you’re helping. Friends help friends in many ways, not just big, exciting ways like the one in our story. Sometimes it’s the little things that you do that can mean the most. It’s something to think about the next time you’re playing with your friends.

Ribbit: I think I get it. I should be ready to help my friends all the time, not just the really big, scary times. I’m going to really try to help as much as I can.

Narrator: That’s great, Ribbit. I’m sure you’re a very helpful friend.

Ribbit: Thank you. See you next week!

Narrator: Bye, Ribbit! See you soon!
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
