Leigh – Ribbit, good morning!
Ribbit – Good morning boys and girls!  Good morning, Miss Leigh.
Leigh – Hey Ribbit, we are still talking about the Fruits of the Spirit, God’s Spirit.  
Ribbit – So far we’ve learned about being kind, generous, faithful, and gentle.  
Leigh – Today we are going to add the word self-control.    

Ribbit – What in the world is self-control?
Leigh – Self-control means learning to wait or giving up something you want.  
Ribbit – What about throwing a temper tantrum in the Kroger or the Super Target.  If I behave am I showing self-control?
Leigh – Yes, you are.  In today’s story about Daniel and his friends, they show self-control.  
Ribbit – They knew what God expected of them and they were willing to disobey the king in order to obey God.   
Leigh – God’s Spirit gave them self-control.    
Ribbit – Miss Leigh, my mom helps remind me how to behave by telling me what is right or wrong and what is good or bad.
Leigh – That’s right, Ribbit.  As you get older you will be responsible for your behavior when your mommy is not with you.  
Ribbit – Daniel knew what would happen if he made certain choices and he was confident in what God wanted from him.  Let’s review our Bible verse.  We will add another word to our Bible verse.  “God’s Spirit makes us kind, generous, faithful, gentle, and self-controlled” Galatians chapter 5 verse 22.
Leigh – Let’s get everyone to repeat today’s verse….

Ribbit – Miss Leigh, let’s talk to God in prayer.
Leigh – OK.  Everybody let me see your prayer hands. (Leigh leads the prayer)
Ribbit – Miss Leigh, I have to go now.  Let’s all try to use God’s fruits of the Spirit this week by being kind, generous, faithful, gentle, and self-controlled.  See you next week!
