Today’s Bible Story – Joseph’s Coat

Have you ever done anything you shouldn’t do like take an extra cookie or piece of candy when you shouldn’t or brag about a new toy or not share a new toy or lie about something like tell your Mom you picked up all your toys and put them away when you really just stuffed them all under your bed?  God doesn’t want us to do any of that and God didn’t like all the things that Joseph and his brothers did.  But God was looking after all of them.  He made sure Joseph was taken care of in Egypt and because of Josephs’ special talents he became a very important person who was later able to help save his family from famine.  They all forgave each other and God was always with them.  Even thought they each did some bad things they shouldn’t have done, God was with them and God is always with us.  Even if we do bad things or someone does a bad thing to us, God is with us.
Puppet show – Whiskers, Ribit
