Narrator: 
Good morning boys and girls. Are you having a great summer so far? Have you done anything special? [allow kids to talk about their summer] Did any of you build sand castles at the beach this year with your family?
Cam: [entering while the kids are talking about the beach] I build sand castles with my family all of the time!

Narrator: Good morning, Cam! It’s great to see you again this morning. You like to build sand castles?

Cam: Yes, I do! We have a whole lot of sand in the desert where I live. We make sand castles a lot. It’s one of my favorite things to do.
Narrator: Do you build big sand castles or small sand castles?

Cam: Well, when I build a sand castle by myself it’s usually a small one. When my Mom and Dad and brothers and sisters help out, we can make a really big one.

Narrator: Well, Cam, that’s what today’s lesson it about.

Cam: Big sand castles? I don’t remember reading about sand castles in the Bible.

Narrator: No, not sand castles. Out lesson is about working together. It’s about how all sorts of people helped Nehemiah rebuild the wall around Jerusalem. When they all worked together, they finished the job really fast.
Cam: When my family works together, we can build a sand castle really fast, too.

Narrator: I bet you can. And I bet you do other things together, too. Getting ready for dinner goes faster when everyone helps out.
Cam: That’s right! I usually help set the table. My Mom says it’s a big help.

Narrator: I’m sure it is. And I’ll bet you do other things, too, like helping to clean up the house by straightening you room.

Cam: Yep. I do that. Is that part of the lesson, too?

Narrator: It sure is, Cam. Working together to help others is what we’re learning about this week. Working together in our families, working together to help others, and working together to get things done faster, just like with Nehemiah.
Cam: That’s really neat. Well, I have to go now. My family is going to build a sand castle big enough to live in.
Narrator: OK Cam. See you later!
