Creek Bank Time:
Leigh – Sheep, good morning!
Sheep – Good morning boys and girls!  Good morning, Miss Leigh.
Leigh – Sheep, today we are talking about shepherds.  Do you have a shepherd?  
Sheep – Yes, I do have a shepherd.  
Leigh – Why do you have a shepherd?  What does he do for you?    

Sheep – My shepherd finds pastures for me to graze in, water for me to drink, and he keeps me safe in the fold each night.  My shepherd treats me gently.  
Leigh – Do you mean gentle like when we touch a baby or when we hold a newborn kitten or puppy?
Sheep – Yes, those are examples of being gentle like a shepherd.    
Leigh – I have a shepherd too.  
Sheep – You can’t have a shepherd, you’re not a sheep!  
Leigh – My shepherd is God.  He looks out for me.    
Sheep – Does God provide you with everything you need each day like my shepherd?
Leigh – He does.  And God is gentle with his sheep.  We should all practice gentleness like God and like shepherds.   
Sheep – Today we are going to add another word to our Bible verse about the fruits of the Spirit, the word gentleness.   Today’s Bible verse is “God’s Spirit makes us kind, generous, and faithful, and gentle.” Galatians chapter 5 verse 22.
Leigh – Let’s all say today’s verse together…. (kids repeating)  Sheep, will you lead us today in prayer?  
Sheep – Sure, Dear God, thank you for being like a gentle shepherd.  Help us to love you with all of our heart, soul, mind, and strength.  Help us practice being kind and gentle people.  Amen.
Leigh – What a nice prayer, Sheep, thank you.  
Sheep – Miss Leigh, I have to go now.  Let’s all try to use God’s fruits of the Spirit this week by being kind, generous, and faithful, and gentle.  See you later!
Leigh – Thank you, Sheep.  See you later!  Goodbye!
