Welcome everybody! I’m Miss Tina and I’m so glad you’re here this morning. Let ‘s start with some songs:

Narrator: Do you remember whom we’ve been talking about for the last 2 weeks? Remember Naomi and Ruth from 2 weeks ago? Ruth loved Naomi and stayed with her. Then last week we heard how Boaz took care of Ruth and Naomi by telling his workers to leave extra food for them in the fields. Well this week we’re going to hear more of the story. This week we’re learning how Boaz and Ruth got married and had a baby. They named their baby Obed. Do any of you have a baby in your family?

[Let kids answer for a minute, then Whiskers appears]
Whiskers: I have some new babies in my family!

Narrator: Look everyone! It’s Whiskers the catfish! Say hi to Whiskers!

Whiskers: Hi kids!

Narrator: Hi Whiskers! You have some new babies in your family?

Whiskers: Yes, I sure do. My mommy had some babies last week.

Narrator: “Some” babies? She had more than one?

Whiskers: Yep.

Narrator: Did she have twins?

Whiskers: No. More than that.

Narrator: Triplets?

Whiskers: No, More than that.

Narrator: Well, how many babies did she have.

Whiskers: One hundred and seventy two. [pause] Ninety one boys and eighty one girls.

Narrator: Wow! That’s a lot of new babies! And you know what, I bet she loves them all just the same as Ruth loved Obed in our story this week.

Whiskers: I don’t know. I think she likes them better than she likes me. She spends a lot more time with them than she spends with me.

Narrator: I’m sure that she loves you just as much as she loves her new babies. They’re just really small right now and they need a lot of extra care. But your mommy loves you just as much as Ruth loved Obed in this week’s story. That’s the point of our story. How important family is and how much everyone in the family loves each other. Kids love their parents and parents love all of their kids. And they love them all equally.

Whiskers: I guess you’re right, Miss Tina. She does still kiss me good night every night and she tells me that she loves me every day. But you know what the hardest part is about having one hundred and seventy two new brothers and sisters? Remembering all of their names! There’s Bobby and Billy and Joey and Lucy and Sarah and Holly and Cammie. No Obeds. [continues reciting names as he leaves] Michelle and Margaret and Anna and Ben and Tommy and …

Narrator: Good bye Whiskers! And good luck with all of those new members of your family!
